Thatis a
much freer way to think of colors.

Then Pam showed us how to construct our
Multidirectional Diagonal Scarf. She told us
because we are using many different fibers and
colorways to remember that the only thing that
really shows is the part that will hang down the
front. Pam recommends that we try to use a
very soft fiber that will be at the back of our
necks and that will wrap around our necks. The
pattern is not difficult and once you get going it
is a lot of fun. Especially to see how the
colorways start to blend and become very artsy.
